PRE-KINDERGARTEN

The Pre-Kindergarten program is available for
children going into Kindergarten in French
Immersion or Francophone programs
immediately after summer.

REGULAR PROGRAM

Children who have completed Kindergarten to
Grade 6 in French Immersion or Francophone
programs participate in our Regular program.
They are organized into groups according to age.
Activities take place primarily on site.

LES AVENTURIERS

Teens who have completed Grades 7 or 8 in
French Immersion or Francophone programs can
join Les Aventuriers for overnight hiking, biking,
or canoe trips.
